Heat Stress

Your orchids need lots of
attention during the
summer months,
especially on hot days.
With higher
temperatures, orchids
require more frequent
watering to prevent
dehydration. High
temperatures quickly dry
out mounted orchids,
those in baskets and
even potted plants.
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Mounted orchids are particularly sensitive to
higher temperatures and require additional water
and humidity during hot weather. This Cattleya
hybrid exhibits the yellowing leaves and wrinkled
pseudobulbs typical of heat-stressed plants.
